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Kim Amato hired to direct Nevada Homeless Alliance

LAS VEGAS – Longtime Las Vegas business owner Kim Amato has been named executive director of the Nevada Homeless Alliance (NHA).
Amato said the mission of the NHA, formerly called the Southern Nevada Homeless Coalition, is to help homeless individuals and families achieve stable and sustainable lives through a coordinated and regional approach. Nevada Homeless Alliance works with local agencies, churches, advocacy groups and others concerned with the issues of homelessness and affordable housing. It promotes and coordinates fundraising, education and advocacy efforts on behalf of the homeless and those who are about to become homeless. For example, NHA hosts the annual Stand Down for the Homeless, which is now being renamed Project Homeless Connect.

Amato has had a diverse and successful business career, working as an interior designer, sales executive, art consultant and art business owner in Las Vegas. She also has experience planning and implementing fundraising and special events for church and community organizations.
In 2001, she founded her own art consulting company, Amato Art Works. She also owned Design Resource Services in Las Vegas. She has been actively involved in various industry associations, including the American Society of Interior Designers (ASID).

Amato said she has long had a passion for helping the homeless in Southern Nevada, where the need for services continues to grow. In fact, the results of comprehensive census conducted in January showed that Southern Nevada has an average of 11,369 homeless in shelters or on the street at any given time, with more than 50,400 instances of people becoming homeless over the course of a year.
Shannon West, regional homeless service coordinator for Southern Nevada Regional Planning Coalition (SNRPC), said Amato will be especially helpful in implementing community-wide events like the upcoming Project Homeless Connect, a day-long outreach event planned for Nov. 6 at Cashman Center.
